
For over two decades, soccer has been the center of excitement regarding fall sports on the 

campus of The College of Idaho.  Averaging over 300 spectators per game on the weekends, 

Coyote soccer games are as much an intercollegiate sport, as the place to be on a sunny 

afternoons. 

 

The menõs soccer program has its roots back to 1984, when Greg Timm led the squad to back-to-

back winning seasons.  The momentum that is Coyote soccer did not take off until 1986, when 

legendary coach John Calpin began his 18-year tenure at the helm.  What followed was success - 

as the Yotes reached the NAIA District II playoffs each year from 1989-92, culminating with the 

1989 district crown (won via forfeit over Warner Pacific).  Calpinõs later clubs would show similar 

success, as from 1999-2003, The C of I would rack up 76 wins and advance to the NAIA Region I 

tournament each season - including the 2000 NAIA Region I championship (where the Yotes 

would advance to their lone NAIA Championship appearance in school history).  In the first 

quarter century of menõs soccer, Coyote teams have had winning seasons 21 times, including 

Cascade Conference titles in 2002, 2006, and the South Division title last season.. 

 

The womenõs program dates back to the 1989 season, a year the Lady Yotes posted an 8-3 mark - 

which was the best season in program history until last season, when the squad had a 12-6-2 

record.  Although womenõs soccer has not been as successful in wins-and-losses as their male 

counterparts, The C of I has had their moments - especially in recent times.  Both the 1991 and 

1993 teams qualified for the NAIA District II tournament, falling both times in the semifinals.  

Nearly a decade later, the 2002 Lady Yotes went 10-10 during the regular season, posting school 

records for goals scored and assists - as midfielder Alyssa Latham ranked in the NAIA top-five in assists.  

The C of I would qualify for their first CCC postseason tournament, but would fall to Concordia in the 

semifinals.  Under head coach Niki Taylor, playoff appearances have been a staple - advancing to the 

CCC quarterfinals in 2006, winning their first-ever playoff game (a 1-0 victory over Cascade) and 

advancing to the CCC semifinals in 2007, then advancing to the CCC title game last season - falling one 

game short of an NAIA National Tournament berth. 

 

The 2009 season also marks a new beginning for the teams, as Simplot Stadium becomes the new home 

of the Coyotes.  The stadium, which hosted C of I football in the 1970s and baseball through the 2008 

season, will allow the Yotes to have a pitch that is optimal size - something that Symms Field did not 

provide.  

 

The student-athletes have blazed a trail through hard work and success, on and off the field, that makes 

each of them proud to be a Coyote.  That is what you see this afternoon, donning the Purple and Gold - 

the best and the brightest that the future has en store for us - a C of I soccer player.

In 2004, Intel named The C 

of I the 12th "Most Unwired Campus" in the nation among all colleges and universities for the College's 

use of wireless technology. Students have access to a wireless campus, a cybercafé and electronic 

classrooms.   

 

The C of I enrolls nearly 1,000 scholars and scholar-athletes who seek undergraduate degrees in 27 

majors. The College's 13:1 faculty/student ratio ensures close interaction between the top-notch faculty 

and students.  The College also has an active internship and entrepreneurial program, independent study 

offerings and honors programs that allow students to mold their own degrees within the liberal arts 

tradition.  

 

The College has one master's degree program - a master of arts in teaching.  The C of I offers a six-week 

winter term between fall and spring terms to allow students to concentrate of particular disciplines and 

for professors to teach offbeat and unique classes. It also allows for off-campus study, including a myriad 

of faculty-led study abroad trips with previous journeys to France, Cuba, Southeast Asia and Mexico.   

 

For 119 years, The C of I has produced graduates who have become leaders in business, science, 

medicine, law, education, the arts, and government.  Alumni include two former governors, a Pulitzer-

Prize winning historian, an Academy Award-winning musician, the co-discoverer of vitamin B-12, a co-founder of Patagonia Outerwear, and the founder of 

Albertson's Inc.  The College was recently named a "Best Value" among national institutions of higher learning by the Princeton Review. The C of I is also 

included in Kaplan/Newsweek's Hottest Colleges, Peterson's Guide to Competitive Colleges, and the Princeton Review's 351 Best Colleges.
