Music Sacred Dance tours by the refugee monks at the
Drepung Loseling Monastery in India have attracted enor-
mous audiences throughout North America. Many sites
arrange return engagements such as Caldwell Fine Arts
which hosted them in 2001.  The stage performance com-
bines multiphonic chanting, music, and dance. The
ancient rhythms and colorful, intricate costumes delight
audiences of all ages. The Mandala Painting will be in the
adjacent Langroise Fine Arts Center Foyer. The process

takes up to 19 hours begin-
ning with an Opening
Ceremony on September 17.
At the Closing Ceremony on
Saturday, September 20, the
sand will be swept up and
distributed to anyone who
wants the remembrance.
Some sand will be poured
into Indian Creek in a sym-
bolic gesture of world peace
and healing.

Band Swing Design from the
Netherlands

October 29, 7:30 p.m., Repertory Dance Theatre

TIME CAPSULE: A Century of Dance is an informative
multi-media retrospective which pays homage to the inge-
nuity, creativity and inventive spirit of America’s leg-
endary 20th century choreographers. Works from Isadora
Duncan, Ruth St. Denis, Doris Humphrey, Jose Limon, Lar
Lubovitch, Zvi Gotheiner, Laura Dean, and others will be
presented.

This company and the Lar Lubovitch Dance were hon-
ored to receive an American Dance Masterpieces Grant
from the National Endowment for the Arts. 

One professional musician said, “Imani was one of the
most astonishing ensembles I’ve ever heard. Their intona-
tion, ensemble and sheer difficulty of the music made this
concert highly enjoyable.”  Outreach activities at Syringa
Middle School Band and at Endeavor Elementary in
Nampa were outstanding. The students crowded around
the artists just like they were rock stars. There is hope for
new audiences through the students. Caldwell Fine Arts is
especially thankful to have baseline support from The
Whittenberger and Idaho Community Foundations and
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WESTAF (Western States Arts Federation) with funding
from the National Endowment for the Arts which enabled
us to weather the disappointing door and season sales for
this concert.  The Imani Winds were a group that provid-
ed a high degree of inspiration for a select few which in
the jargon of grants writing could be called “under-
served.”  Amanda Marmon Takagi, a local flute player,
wrote: “I LOVED the Imani Winds! They were amazing!!
The first piece they played blew me away.  I was fascinat-
ed watching the flutist’s fingers---they hardly moved. I
really appreciated the opportunity to see and hear this
group.”

Barbara Attebery and Sylvia
Hunt are presenting personal
favorites May 11 at 4 p.m. in
Jewett Auditorium including
Mozart “Sonata in D,” Infante
“Danses Andalouses,” and the
Braggiotti “Yankee Doodle
Variations.” 

Through the years, both pianists enjoyed coaching
from Fern Nolte Davidson, who celebrated her 100th
Birthday in September. Fern died in March this year, but
lives on in the memory of many area pianists. Soprano
Mary Hunt Macey from Lewiston and baritone Chris
Thompson, her teacher from the University of Idaho, will
be guest artists. Their selections include Italian art songs,
Mozart, Vaughan-Williams,  Hoagy Carmichael, and two
duets: “Anything You Can Do, I Can Do Better” and “They
Say It’s Wonderful” from Annie Get Your Gun.

“If some is good, more is better” the saying goes.  In the
case of great piano playing, the duo team of Arianna
Goldina and Remy Loumbrozo proved that to be true.  If
you’ve ever wondered what a giant piano with 176 keys
would sound like in the hands of a virtuoso pianist, they
provided the answer April 3 at Jewett Auditorium for the
Caldwell Fine Arts Series.  Throughout a generous and
challenging program ranging from Bach to Copland,
Goldina and Loumbrozo sounded like one great pianist at
one very grand Steinway. Virtuosity is hard enough by
itself, but to execute it musically and in perfect unity
with another pianist in long and ferociously difficult
works, such as Liszt’s “Don Juan Fantasy” and Ravel’s “La
Valse,” complete with ritardandos, is a whole other art.  

The pianists offered commentary before each piece.
Along with the Liszt and Ravel,  Bach’s “Sicilienne,”
Brahms’ “Variations on a Theme by Haydn,” three works
from Rachmaninoff’s “Six Pieces, Op. 11,” (for one piano,
four hands) and Borodin’s “Polovstian Dances” were
heard.  The Hoe Down from Copland’s “Rodeo” was the
encore which brought the audience to its feet with cheers
for a second time.

One of the joys of hearing orchestral music transcribed
for piano is that the harmonies are more clear, like hearing
the piece in its bare essentials, before the composer’s notes
become orchestrated, like the composer first imagined the
piece.  So a new light shone on the Brahms, Borodin,
Ravel and Copland, all of which are usually heard for
orchestra.  The composers themselves made the two-piano
versions (probably from their original sketches) except the
Borodin, which was arranged by Viktor Vronsky, of the
legendary duo piano team Vronsky and Babin.

Vronsky and Babin could well have been reincarnated
in Caldwell Thursday night; the playing was world class.
Thanks are owed to the revered centenarian Fern Nolte

Davidson, whose love for two-piano music inspired the
concert, according to remarks from the stage by Sylvia
Hunt, Caldwell Fine Arts President.  Thanks also to the
College of Idaho for having two great concert grand
Steinways, and to technician Paul Schiller, who prepared
them so that, in the right four hands, they could and did
sound like one.
