She was the youngest
person (age 12) to be accepted to the Shenyang Music Conservatory.
That same year (1994) she won the Chinese Prodigy Piano
Competition. She attended the Curtis Institute in Philadelphia and
completed her master’s degree from the Julliard School of Music in
New York. A presenter in Jamestown, NY, said, “Chu-Fang is the best
pianist we've ever had! You'll love her. Not only does she play with
energy and sensitivity, but she enjoys talking to the audience.” This

Cellist Keiko Forry and pianist Robyn Wells were the
headliners on the Idaho Showcase Program on January 8.
Keiko who was raised in Nampa attended Albertson
College for two years. She brought her accompanist Yin-
Min Chang from Taiwan and a fellow doctoral student at
the Eastman School of Music to present the Prokoviev
“Cello Sonata.” Robyn Wells attended Caldwell schools
before her college studies at Pacific Lutheran in Tacoma
and Miami University in Ohio. She concluded the pro-
gram with a stunning “Valse” by Saint-Saens which left
the audience breathless! (Robyn also demonstrated her
skills as an accompanist in the January 20 and 21 recitals
of the Langroise Trio.)

Baritone Curtis Crafton, a student of Mari Jo Tynon,
and string ensemble members completed the program. All
of them, plus Keiko, have studied with Langroise Trio.
JANOS STARKER, a distinguished cellist and teacher has
said: “No matter how great the ovation is after a concert,
people eventually sit down and stop applauding. But if
you teach, you may affect generations.”

The Ballet Idaho Nutcracker played to a full house.
People were buying tickets in October and by curtain time
there wasn't a single ticket left! We thank the community
for their support. Comments were unanimous: “It was
amazing. Probably the best rendition of the Nutcracker
I've ever attended.” Special thanks to Ballet Idaho, the
rehearsal teacher Tamara Scott from Canyon Dance
Academy, and Jennifer Barrus, Patricia Walker-White and
Robin Maclay who are such good helpers.

I was amazed that Metropolitan Opera’s live broadcasts
could be so wonderful. It was a privilege to see the world
premier of the opera The First Emperor composed and
directed by Tan Dun. It was a huge production with inno-

Cynthia Louise Steljes, oboist and founding member of
Quartetto Gelato, died on December 29. The group per-
formed in Jewett in 1996 and 2005. Even in her final days
of treatment for asbestos related lung cancer, she was
arranging for the quartet to continue the artistry and chem-
istry that defined the group’s “sparkle.” Virtuoso clarinetist
Shalom Bard joined the group. Quartetto Gelato’s PBS spe-
cial “Concert in Wine Country,” which Cynthia developed,
aired on January 1. More broadcasts are planned. Notes of
condolence can be emailed to Cynthia’s violinist husband,
partner and co-founder Peter De Sotto, at peter@quartetto-
gelato.ca.

Dan Harpole came to Caldwell as a program manager
with CENTRUM, a non-profit arts and creative education
center in Port Townsend, OR. He filmed one of the authors
who gave a reading in the Kathryn Albertson Lecture Hall.
He became the Executive Director of the Idaho Commis-
sion on the Arts in November of 2000. In 2005, Dan
became the president of the National Assembly of State

Arts Agencies. In that capacity, he brought the annual con-
ference of the assembly to Boise. His ability to achieve con-
sensus, first as a Port Townsend City Council member, then
as a county commissioner, brought skill to his dealings with
the Idaho State Legislature and national politics. He was
the seventh of ten children and remarked, “When you’re in
a big family, you learn to negotiate for your life.” He
received the Chairman’s Medal from the National
Endowment for the Arts for serving with distinction. Dan
died from cancer on December 29. A memorial gathering at
the Egyptian Theatre on January 6 brought people together
from throughout Idaho and the nation. Contributions for his
two children may be made to the Harpole College Fund at
Frontier Bank, 2200 Sims Way, Port Townsend, WA 98368.

Linda Owens, a pianist, private teacher and public school
teacher, died suddenly of an aneurysm this week. She was a
valuable Caldwell Fine Arts board member who had bub-
bling enthusiasm for the arts and the desire and ideas to
help others participate.
