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ZUMfirst stormed the UK in 2001 with

The band adds its own
original material, inspired by
both gypsy and tango — sophis-
ticated threads of jazz connect
with gypsy, celtic, salsa, blue-
grass, klezmer, arabic, calypso,
and tango to create a stunning
new sound. 

Adam Summerhayes, the vio-
linist, is the director of London
Concertante, one of the United Kingdom’s busiest cham-
ber orchestras, and an internationally acclaimed soloist.
He said that he has spent a great deal of time in smoky
cellar bars after concerts listening to and playing along-
side gypsy musicians.

The San Jose Taiko brought a new audience to Jewett

Josie Knapp, band
director of Skyview High School, brought
almost 90 students to the performance
because their routine for the District
Three Band Festival on October 20 at the
BSU Stadium is based upon a Japanese
theme and includes 25 taiko drums. The company pre-
sented two student assemblies at Jewett which included
all Caldwell 5th graders, Special Education students from
Caldwell High School, Adventist  Grade School, Initiative
Learning from Nampa, Riverstone International School
and ASCENT Alternative School from Boise, Wilder
Elementary, and many home school students. This project
received support from the Idaho Commission on the Arts,
Western States Arts Federation (WESTAF) and the
National Endowment for the Arts.

Born in Malaga, Spain, Angel Romero made his profes-
sional debut at the age of six and his United States debut
at the Hollywood Bowl when he was 16 giving the West
Coast premiere of the famed Rodrigo’s “Aranjuez
Concerto.” This occasion also marked the first time a gui-
tarist was featured as soloist with the Los Angeles
Philharmonic. In 1991, he gave the world premiere of
Joaquin Rodrigo’s “Rincones de España” at New York’s
Lincoln Center. Romero studied conducting privately with
Eugene Ormandy, the legendary conductor of the
Philadelphia Orchestra. 

Angel Romero’s extensive discography includes highly
acclaimed recordings for Delos International, RCA Victor
Red Seal and RCA Victor Worldwide, Telarc and
Angel/EMI. In 1999, “Romero Plays Rodrigo” was released
featuring works written for and dedicated to Angel
Romero through his long and close relationship with the
Spanish composer. In 1998, he was featured as soloist and
conductor in an acclaimed recording of Vivaldi’s guitar
concertos with the Academy of St. Martin in the Fields. In
1995, RCA released a crossover recording of flamenco and
pop music, featuring Angel Romero playing a diverse
repertoire spanning works from Pachelbel to Bill Conti.
Romero is also noted for his film scores. In 1989, he per-
formed the entire score for The Milagro Bean Field War
directed by Robert Redford, and in 1994, he composed
and directed the score for Bienvenido-Welcome which
won an award in the Guadalajara film festival.  

In February 2000 he was presented with the highest
honor that the country of Spain has to offer, the Grand
