HERITAGE SCHOLAR ELIGIBILITY   

To be eligible to apply for the Heritage Scholarship, you will need to meet at least one of the following academic 
criteria: 

1. 4.0 high school GPA* with a 30 ACT or at least a 1360 SAT 
3.9 high school GPA* with a 31 ACT or at least a 1390 SAT 
3.8 high school GPA* with a 32 ACT or at least a 1420 SAT
*Unweighted GPA

and ACT or SAT test scores to the College prior to coming to campus for their Heritage interview. 

3. Each participant will need to submit in advance of their Heritage interview an essay of 750-1000 words,
describing how a specific non-academic experience which they have had in the last few years was beneficial
to the applicant and their community.  

4. Each applicant, upon meeting the above GPA and test score criteria, should register for the Heritage Scholar 
interview process following receipt of their email invitation to apply to the program.
